And God

forbid you miss a step or get confused when relying on pictures to tell you everything, it's very

difficult to go back and figure out what you did wrong.If you know SalesForce even a little, you'll get

next to nothing from this book. If you know nothing, you'll learn common screen layouts and work

patterns from mindlessly pushing buttons along with the pictures, but you probably won't learn too



much about SF administration.

This guide is pretty good. I hadn't touched SalesForce before last week so I bought this book to help

me understand it and adapt it to my businesses needs. This book covered a lot of the functionality

but doesn't really go into any depth. If you're looking for just a guide to using salesforce and a broad

overview of development then I think it would be hard to beat this book. If you're looking for more

indepth information than you may want to pick up another book instead.The walkthroughs and

images are extremely helpful though. Salesforce has such a busy interface it is sometimes hard to

understand what other books are talking about when the instructions advise you to do something.
